Registration Fee:    A registration fee of $250 per child to a maximum of $500 per family is payable at the time that the Tuition Agreement is signed.  If, by March 31, 2010, the Tuition Agreement has been signed and returned to the Business Office and the Registration Fee has been paid, the Registration Fee will be deducted from the last tuition payment of the 2010-2011 school year.  There will be no deduction from tuition payments unless the signed Tuition Agreement is returned to the Business Office and the Registration Fee is paid by March 31, 2010.

Other Fees:    
Application Fee for New Students:

A non-refundable application fee of $125 per student shall accompany each application for admission.  Application fees are separate from tuition fees.
Capital Fee for New Students:

The London Waldorf School began in a farmhouse in 1980 and then moved to other rented premises in 1984. Through the strong support and will of enthusiastic parents and friends, a bold step was taken in 1994 by purchasing a beautiful 3.5-acre site on Beaufort Street with doors opening in September 1996.

Today, we enjoy a building built by the physical work and funds of prior parents and faculty. The Capital Fee is a way to involve new parents in the creation of the future of the school, by helping to carry its costs while enjoying its benefits.

Therefore, parents enrolling a new child in the school are required to pay a $500.00 Capital Fee. Parents of a Preschool/Kindergarten child are charged only $100.00 per year until the child enters the Grade school, at which time the unpaid portion of the $500.00 fee will be due. The Capital Fee is non-refundable and is not subject to any discount or fee adjustment.

Material/Activity Fee for All Students:

The Material/Activity Fee covers materials and activities such as handwork supplies, paint, paper, pencils, crayons, recorders, mathematical instruments, fountain pens, language dictionaries, senior class plays, violin lesson costs, Physical Education uniforms, morning snack in Nursery and Kindergarten, spring water for classroom consumption and local educational day trips.  This fee does not cover the cost of any non-local outings, overnight trips or specialty outings that may arise during the school year.  A small amount of each child's fee will partially fund out-of-pocket expenses relating to Professional Development expenses of the faculty.  The Material/Activity Fee is not subject to any discount or fee adjustment.

Graduation Trip Fee for Students in Grades 1 to 8:

The Graduation Trip Fee is collected over the course of a student's years in the grade school and will total $400 by the time the student is in Grade Eight. These funds accumulate and are applied toward the cost of the student's graduation trip that takes place during the Grade Eight year. Additional activities/events are set aside each year to allow the classes to raise additional funds for this trip.  The Graduation Trip Fee is not subject to any discounts or fee adjustment.  

If a student joins the class in any year other than Grade One then the initial graduation trip fee will equal the amount required to bring their fund up to the amount had they started in Grade One.

Should a student leave the school before Grade 8, the Graduation Trip Fees paid to date will be refunded, if requested within 2 months of the child leaving the school.  Families can choose to donate this amount to the school and a donation receipt can be issued if requested.  However, if a family has been a part of our ATA program the amount of their contribution allocated to Graduation Trip Fees will be reapplied to tuition for the years the child was at the school and will not be refunded.  This policy is effective September 1, 2009.

Family Discount Schedule:

· In order to maximize child-care receipts for income tax purposes for our families we treat the youngest full-time child as the first child.  The first child does not receive a discount.

· Second youngest full-time child (or 2nd child if only two children in attendance) - 25% discount
· Third youngest full-time child (or third child if only three children in attendance) – 30% discount
· Each additional child – 35% discount
Payment Plans:  

· Lump sum payment received by March 31, 2010 – 1.5% discount on Tuition Fee.
· Lump sum payment received by April 30, 2010 - 1% discount on Tuition Fee.
· Lump sum payment received by July 1, 2010- no discount, no surcharge.
· Two equal payments (July 1, 2010 & January 1, 2011 - $60 surcharge.
· Twelve monthly payments (July 1, 2010 to June 1, 2011) - $120 surcharge.
Fee Adjustments:

The London Waldorf School has embarked on a tuition adjustment policy based on the ideal that Waldorf education should be accessible to all families who wish it for its own values, regardless of their economic status.  Further information about this program and the application forms are included with this package.  If not, please ask for an application form at the office.

Withdrawal and Refund Policy:

If written notice of withdrawal is received:

· After March 31, 2010 but on or before June 15, 2010, then $250 per child to a maximum of $500 per family is payable.

· After June 15, 2010 but on or before August 31, 2010 then 25% of annual tuition fee is payable. The material/activity fee is prorated and the capital fee is non-refundable.

· After August 31, 2010 but on or before December 31, 2010, then 50% of annual tuition fee is payable.  The material/activity fee is prorated and the capital fee is non-refundable.

· After December 31, 2010, then 100% of the annual tuition fee is payable. The material/activity fee is prorated and the capital fee is non-refundable.

NSF Charges and Arrears Policy:

A $20 fee will be charged on any cheques returned as not sufficient funds (NSF).  For more information on the school’s Arrears Policy please refer to the copy in your London Waldorf School Resource Guide provide or contact the Business Manager to obtain a copy.

Additional Services:

Preschool/Kindergarten Extra Hours:

If space is available, Preschool-Kindergarten children may attend an extra morning, lunch hour or afternoon (including lunch) on an occasional basis.  There will be additional charges.  These charges are: Extra Morning $29.00, Extra Lunch Hour $5.90 and Extra afternoon (including lunch) $20.65. Children staying past 1:00 PM will be charged until 3:30 PM. Families failing to pick up their children in a timely fashion will also be charged.  Arrangements for extra hours in the Preschool-Kindergarten must be made in advance with the teacher.  

Before and After School Care: 

Before School Care is provided from 8:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m. and After School Care is provided from 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. Upon special request and if it is pre-arranged with the Before Care Provider, children may come to the school as early as 7:30 am.  Children arriving between 7:30 and 8 am will be charged the Early rate and those arriving between 8 and 8:30 am will be charged the Regular rate .
It has been our experience that very young children do not do well with an extended school day. Therefore, children under the age of four may use either before or after care but not both in the same day. The charges are as follows:
